Here’s all you need to do:  

1) Select the person or persons your unit wants to recognize. This may be an adult leader, committee member, parent or even a community member who has gone above the call of duty to help your unit succeed. You can recognize anyone who has contributed significantly during the past year or for his or her collective years of dedicated service to your unit.  


2) Submit a write up explaining why they were selected and submit it electronically by April 15 to jimsundergill@comcast.net .   This write up will be included in the District Dinner Program. Be sure to include your unit number and a unit contact person on the electronic submission. If you do not have access to e-mail, bring your written submission to the April Roundtable.  This form does not have to accompany the email submittal; just submit your write up in the body of the email or attach a separate WORD file.


3) Invite your Catoctin Mountain Peak Award honoree(s) and their spouse(s) to the district dinner in May where they will be recognized and presented with a Peak Award certificate. 
(It would be a great idea for your unit to pay for the honoree and spouse’s dinner.)
