This is a Quest model “Tamarack”, Excellent condition.,
 I took things out of the two duffles, but I did not set it up. Looks like all the poles, pegs and bungees and cord are all  present. Label says 8’x9’, 7’ high, dome style, sectional fiber poles. . In “like new” condition, it looks like it was used ONCE and then put away. It has a “porch”, “shoe lockers” , “Storage pockets”. The rain fly is rain proof coated (needs seamseal), the main part is VERY well ventilated/screened, separate “doors”.. Bottom is simple ripstop, you need a groundcloth.  Not for the AT or Philmont, good as Headquarters or Beach for a week tent.
