How the volunteer system works:

· CM and CC selected the most important positions to fill this year. 

· Each position has a point value between 10 and 100.

· Committee positions not listed on the form (e.g. outdoor activity chair, membership, treasurer) are worth 100.

· There are several unlisted positions that parents are filling right now.  Here are the point values for these positions:

· MCPS reservations chair - 50 points per year
· Newsletter editor – 100 points per year 

· STEM  – 50 points per year

· With the exception of Lion families, each family must sign up for volunteer positions totaling 100 points.  (If the family has 2 scouts in our Pack, we expect 100 points from that family, not 200.)

· Lion parents sign up only for events the Lions will attend (certain pack meetings, B&G, June graduation/picnic).  These events will be identified on the sticky notes.
· Lion parents have a 50 point requirement.

· A participation sheet is required to complete registration with the pack.  

Here’s how the sign ups work:

· CC will email all pack families with the volunteer plan and the 100-point positions.  Any family that wants to sign up for a 100-point position will have the opportunity to do so before JSN.

· At JSN, we will release around ½ of the positions. 

· All open positions will be available for sign-up at the first pack meeting.
· CC will put sticky notes on the “volunteer position table”; each sticky will have the name of the position and its point value.
· Also on the volunteer table will be a spreadsheet of possible duty descriptions, time frames, etc. – parents can review if they wish.
· Parents will select positions adding up to 100 points and put the sticky notes on the volunteer form to turn in with their registration.
· CC will mitigate any problems with the volunteer process during the sign up process (e.g. families that want positions not listed here, those that need help selecting a position, those with special circumstances etc).
· Volunteer roster will be published widely.
